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Welcome from the Director of
Alternative Provision

Thank you for your interest in the Altus School. We were established in September 2023
as the single local authority alternative provision in Gloucestershire. We are a growing
school; in September 2025 we will be commissioned for up to 328 places for students
from Y1 to Y11. The Behaviour Support Worker role is a new post created for September,
and we have posts available at St George’s in Cheltenham, Eastbrook Centre and

Russet House in Gloucester.

We work with young people who have experienced difficulties in their mainstream setting
meaning that they have been, or are at risk of being, permanently excluded. We are a
small part of a child’s wider educational journey and our highly skilled team work with
young people to enable them to flourish in school and their wider communities,
supporting their transition back into a mainstream, specialist or post 16 setting as

appropriate

At Altus, relationships are at the heart of all that we do. \We create a supportive,
nurturing environment that provides children with a sense of belonging so that they feel
accepted, included and protected. We also want this for the adults who work in our

school as well.

We aim to work collaboratively with our mainstream colleagues and other partners to
ensure that there is ‘right time’ support for all young people. We know that working with
and alongside our families is also key and staff are there to help beyond simply what
happens in school. This post will play a key role in working with students in school to
support them to meet our ‘ready, respectful and safe’ expectations, providing ‘on call’

support for teachers and targeted interventions for individual or groups of students.

We look forward to hearing from you and hope to welcome you to our team.




Our school population

In September we will have seven centres across Gloucestershire, plus a primary

satellite classroom in Andoversford Primary School. Each centre across the school

has a distinct purpose, so that our provision is needs, rather than geographically,

led.
